when he made his fir:t solo flight at
noon, Saturday, February 10, 1940.
After a test flight with his instructor, |
Myr. Harry Johnson, he took over the |
control:, and, alone in the plane, a
Taylor Cub Trainer, made four suc-
cessive “three-point” landings at the
Wertz F.eld Airport.

Although he was one of the first
ten students initially selected for the
Cilvil Aeronautics Authority civilian
pilot traning program here, because |
of certain governmental regulations,
he had to res'gn from the program
and learn to fly on a private basi :. |
He made his solo after completing
nine hours of dual instruction--eight is
the minimum required by regulat ons.

He i now the proud owner of a
pa‘r of wings and a student pilot’s
ce-t ficate. The wings are an inter-
national symbol worn by one who has
just made his first solo flight. A
student pilot’s certificate is the first
received by one learning to fly. After
additional study and fifty hours of
flying time, he will receive the pri-
vate pilot’s certificate.

Donache is from Porttau-Prince,
Haiti, is twenty-two, and is enrolled
as a special student in physical ed-
ucation here. He iz a chapter member
of the West Virginia Chapter of the
National Airman’s Associat'on of
America. He is continuing his aero-
nautical studies here and would like
some day to receive an instructor’s
rating and teach aviation in Haiti.
